Vhat is it about?

At their meeting in Prague from January 23rd to 28th, 1987 the Executive Committee
of the Association and the Preparatory Committees have assigned various tasks. Ve
hope you will agree to accept these assignments.

Enclosed you will find the programme of the Peace Forum in its present form. The
working groups are an essential element within that programme and this means that
they have to be prepared very carefully.

This is the reason why we request your cooperation in terms of moderators,
reporters and experts (both men and women)

Moderators have the task to chair the working group in question during the
Peace Forum. Ve request them to make a précis of the issues to be discussed in
the working group and to formulate it on one page of DIN A 4 format in
cooperation with the reporters. We are thinking in terms of 3 to 4 central
issues in each working group which ought to be commented on briefly. This
catalogue of issues is to reach the General Secretariat by April 15th.
Moderators and reporters shall meet for a preliminary discussion in Bf;
on September 3rd, 1987 at 3.00 p.m. ‘

Reporters have the task to assist in the formulation of the working groups'
ilssues. They shall present the results of the working groups in 3 to 5 theses
within the framework of group reports. They shall be responsible

for the documentation of the working groups' elaborations, i.e. for an article

of about 5 pages in length which is going to be published in the overall
documentation after the Peace Forum.

Experts shall be available to the meetings of the working groups as resource
persons. They are expected to guide and advise the working groups thus
enabling them to concentrate on essential issues.

The enclosed list will show you where we ask for your cooperation. We have
carefully planned this compilation and we hope you will agree to it. Addresses can
be found on the list so that you may - if need be- get in touch with one another.

The Executive Committee has initiated a consensus-finding process on a broad basis
within the Association with regard to the draft of a joint declaration for the
Peace Forum. A number of institutions, individuals, networks and reglonal peace
forums will within the following weeks receive the second draft of this
declaration for comment. The Committee will again deal with it at its meeting in
Tutzing from May 12th to 15th, 1987. The result will be forwarded to all members
of the Association in Jume 1987 in order for them to give their opinion. Further
suggestions or amendments (resulting for instance from the deliberations of the
working groups) can also be incorporated at Driebergen. For this reason the
Committee has set up a drafting committee which is to receive and edit any
suggestions for amendments during the Peace Forum. The Committee will meet with
the reporters of the working groups in the evening of September 4th. Names and
addresses of the members of the drafting committee are also listed in the
appendix. Ve hope that thuse)concernsd sry praparad to iiccept the assignment.

These are the necessary explanations with regard to our request for cooperation.
Ve would like to ask all those persons whom we herewith approach to let us know on
the enclosed form by March 31st, 1987, whether they accept their assignment.

The invitation proper to the Peace Forum will follow separately. It will contain
the necessary information on Driebergen and the travel route as well as costs for
travel and accommodation, free places and the possibilities of reimbursement of
travel costs in case these costs cannot be financed from other sources. For all
non-members of the Association who are requested to take on a special assignment
free accommodation and travel will be provided for.
