absence:

"I stand with the women of the Sisterhood Is Global Strategy
Meeting, and deeply wish that I could have been there today to
join them in person.

In these hours, it seems that the world is going backwards
toward fundamentalism and bigotry), espegially so far as women's
rights, minority ridhiscland generzl civil rights are concerned.
This is why women--the majority of humanity--must join together,
and why the Strategy Meeting in particular is a major event. Those
of us in Sisterhood Is Global are the loudspeakers for the pain,
frustration, and suffering of millions of women whose rights are
abused or blatantly ignored.

There cannot be a better world society until all human rights
are guaranteed and safeguarded, and this in turn requires that
we struggle for peace and self-determination for each individual
and for all peoples.

Tragically, many governments and establishments manage to
forget that women are human beings. This meeting is one excellent
remedy. Women will be heard--and I join the call."
